Please prepare texts solely on your computer: A4 format, standard margins, Times 

New Roman, 12, spacing 1.5, in Serbian (preferably - the Cyrillic script) or in English. 

The paper should contain: name and surname of the author or co-author, institution 

title(s), title, an abstract of up to 150 words and five key words in Serbian language, the 

text of the paper up to 16 pages of volume, the list of literature, as well as the title of the 

paper, abstract and key words in English and Serbian language (if the paper is written in 

English).  

Direct and indirect citations from the text are indicated in brackets: (surname, 

year: page/s).  

In the list of literature 

a) The book should specify: name and surname of the author of the book, book title 

(italic), publisher, place of publication and year of publication; 

b) For articles in magazines: surname and name of the author, the title, the title of 

the periodical in which the article was published (italic), volume number, year, 

publisher, place of publication and the pages of the journal in which the article was 

published (from - to); 

c) For articles in proceedings: name and surname of the author, the title, the title of 

the proceeding where the article was published (italic), publisher, place of 

publication, year of publication and pages of the proceeding where the article was 

published (from - to); 

d) Articles on the internet: comprehensive web address and date of visit. 

It is necessary for the texts to be proofread. 

Manuscripts will not be returned.
